LIVING WITH COVID

On 21st February, the Prime Minister set out the next phase of the government’s COVID-19 response ‘Living with COVID-19’. COVID-19 continues to be a virus that we learn to live with and the imperative to reduce the disruption to children and young people’s education remains.
	
The school will continue to follow key prevention and control measures to ensure good hygiene for everyone. We will also step measures up or down in line with our Covid contingency plan if we need to take measures in exceptional circumstances.		

Testing in education
Even though the Prime Minister has removed twice weekly asymptomatic testing in education settings, staff and students of secondary age in alternative provision settings are advised to continue twice weekly testing. We will therefore continue with asymptomatic testing in school on a Monday and Thursday until further notice.

Tracing close contacts and isolation
From 24th February, schools will follow the published UKHSA guidance. Public health advice for People with COVID-19 and their contacts changed from 24th February. Contacts are no longer required to self-isolate or advised to take daily tests, and contact tracing has ended.

COVID-19 vaccinations for children and young people
The government recommends all school staff and eligible pupils take up the offer of a vaccine. The Covid Immunisation team are planning on visiting The Jubilee Academy on Wednesday 2nd March to administer the second COVID Vaccination and can also vaccinate Students the 1st dose as well.

When someone develops COVID-19 symptoms or has a positive test
Pupils, staff and other adults should follow guidance on People with COVID-19 and their contacts if they have COVID-19 symptoms.













There is no longer a legal requirement for people with coronavirus (COVID-19) infection
to self-isolate, however if you have any of the main symptoms of COVID-19 or a
positive test result, the public health advice is to stay at home and avoid contact
with other people.

This advice is for:
•	people with any of the main symptoms of COVID-19
•	people who have received a positive COVID-19 lateral flow device (LFD) or polymerase chain reaction    
     (PCR) test result
•	people who live in the same household as, or who have had close contact with, someone who has 
     COVID-19

This also applies to children and young people who usually attend an education or childcare setting
Pupils and staff should return to school as soon they can, in line with guidance for People with COVID-19 and their contacts.


A reminder that the current requirements on remote education continue to remain in place
Where appropriate we will support those that are self-isolating because they have tested positive so they can continue learning from home if they are well enough to do so. The school will keep you informed of any changes if your child is expected to access their classes remotely. There will be regular feedback and checking in with students where there is a need for remote education.
