We have had a very busy term. Some of the students have been rewarded for their good behaviour and attendance with an assembly, positive phone calls and post cards home.
A survey for Harrow Council was completed by a large majority of our students called “How are you” Results showed a significant number of our students felt safe at school when compared to responses from other students across the Borough. They also reported that they felt most teachers care about them and there is at least one staff member they can go to if they have a problem which is inline with other student responses across the Borough.
