Dear Parent/Carer,

This academic year has been one like no other, with school operations modified greatly to meet the challenges of operating in a Covid world.   As a community of staff, students, and parents we should be proud of how we have met those challenges this year and how we have kept each other safe.

As the country moves into step 4 of full opening, there will be significant changes in the likely operation of the school site from September following government guidance recently published. We will be communicating the exact details of those changes later in the summer holidays. 

Guidance requires us as a school to carry out asymptomatic testing on the first day students return to school in September. 

Therefore, there will be staggered start times on the first day of term; On Thursday 2nd of September Year 11 students to start at 9am as normal and Year 9 & 10 to start 10.30am.

We will test students again on Monday 6th September – all students are expected at 9am.

We do encourage all students to take part in this testing programme and if you have not yet provided consent, please complete the form enclosed and send it back with your child on the first day of term.

When we return in September, we no longer need to have year group bubbles, therefore we expect all students to arrive to school at 9am and they will finish at 3.10pm, unless stated as above.

The first day of term for students is Thursday 2nd September 2021. If you do travel over the summer holidays, please ensure you are back in the UK and able to attend school on Thursday
2nd September.

Students do not need to wear a face covering in school, but they can if they wish to.

We will no longer be providing school equipment, so please ensure your child has all the equipment they need. We will be issuing behaviour points to students who do not have their equipment.














It is important to us that your child stays safe over this extended holiday break.
To support you and your child we have enclosed our updated safeguarding booklet
that provides key guidance on keeping your child safe.
